Kwetu 

was among the fisheries stake-

holders who exhibited, educated 

and demonstrated  different envi-

ronmental friendly techniques of 

mariculture along the coast. 

The Kwetu stand at Vanga, show 

cased crab farming techniques, 

different types of mangrove spe-

cies and their seedlings; also 

displayed were simple drive-in 

crab cages and the floating crab 

cages. 

Kwetu had the privilege of illus-

trating and demonstrating effec-

tive, low cost, environmental 

friendly methods of mariculture 

to dignitaries, researchers, fisher-

men and other stakeholders.    

 

Kwetu collaborated with the 

ministry of health and other 

stake holders in Kilifi district 

during the HIV/ AIDS prevention 

campaign, where voluntary, 

counseling and testing services  

were provided; the end of this 

campaign was marked by the 

world AIDS day event.

Kwetu has also participated in 

exhibitions and farmers forums 

which have involved the or-

ganic/ beekeeping department, 

communications & out-

reach department. 

The Kwetu VCT de-

partment has been ac-

tively participating in 

voluntary counseling 

and testing activities, 

where the department 

conducts regular door 

to door testing activities 

and has initiated a post 

test club which engages 

the communities’ prob-

lem that relate to HIV 

and AIDS, and sought to 

seek possible solutions. 

The departments of 

organic/ beekeeping, 

outreach, mariculture 

and communication and 

outreach have worked 

tirelessly to improve 

the communities’ stan-

dards.  

 

 

Kwetu's mariculture department 

conducted a training on community 

mariculture/ silvofisheries with com-

munity members. The training in-

cluded mangrove conservation, crab, 

prawn and fish culture.  

The main activities of the training 

involved group work activities, brain-

storming, experience and knowledge 

sharing. In the training field visits 

were made for practical learning to 

various project sites.  

Practical demonstrations were also 

made on easy ways of making crab 

cages.  

The training also played an important 

role in strengthening the community 

networks.

Kwetu's mariculture department 

has managed to involve five commu-

nity groups in rearing and culturing 

of crabs, fish and prawns, in addition 

to establishment of access walk 

boards for crab cages.  

The groups have been involved in 

trainings and implementation of the 

projects, which has in turn helped 

them see the potential for improv-

ing their livelihood and provision 

of food for their families. 

The groups involved under Toyota 

funding are Majaoni, Makongeni, 

Dabaso, and Abent which are lo-

cated in Shanzu, south coast, Ma-

lindi, and Mtepeni respectively. 

Thanks to the communities’ dedi-

cation and hard work as they are 

now successfully expanding their 

projects to attain profits.
