On sight trainings go a step further in enriching the communities 
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Community  groups involved in the 

Kwetu Mariculture projects are benefit-

ting from onsite trainings funded by the 

ReCoMaP project. The trainings have 

been set to improve the standards of the 

culturing fish, prawns and crabs. 

The onsite trainings involve different 

modules to support the different levels 

of mariculture e.g. feeding, pond con-

struction and community environment 

conservation.
